Judges
have discretion to ask you to leave.

Any complaints should be reported to the secretary/entries box and put in

writing within 20 minutes off the class with a fee of £20 which will be
refunded if your complaint is up held.

No cantering or galloping on the show ground except in the warm up
area and show ring.

All rider/handler ages are taken as of 1st January 2016.

Horses/ponies must be at least 4 years of age if competing in any ridden
class. An equines age is the age it will become during the current
showing year.

Lorries/trailers must not be mucked out onto the field. Please take all
rubbish home with you.

Please keep dogs on a lead and under control at all times.
