8. Classes are divided in to Junior, Senior and Open. a) Junior Riders – May compete as Juniors until 

 the end of the year in which they reach the age of 16. b) Senior Riders – Riders over the age of 

 16 who are not an Open Rider. c) Open Riders – Riders who have competed FEI or BD Para Silver 

 or Bronze Championships in the previous 4 years.
