Here are some guidelines to protect your bike:-��•	Buy a shed alarm. They are relatively inexpensive, easy to install and 


	can be battery or mains powered. Available from most DIY stores or


	simply enter ‘Shed alarms’ on the internet.�•	Fit strong padlocks and hardware.�•	Fit a ground or wall anchor and lock your bike to it.�•	Chain bikes/valuables together to stop them being easily removed.�•	Security mark your bike with your house number and postcode using a


	UV pen, engraving, stamping or paint.�•	Keep a record of the serial number, make and model.�•	Take a photo of your bike including any accessories. �•	Register your bike for free at �HYPERLINK "http://www.immobilise.com/"��www.immobilise.com��•	Take out insurance – but make sure it covers you for thefts outside the home.

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Japanese knotweed found in Crofton


�Did you know that cannabis isn't the only plant you’re not allowed to grow in your garden? 


Japanese knotweed is a non-native plant where under schedule 9, section 14(2) of the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981 it is an offence if any person plants or otherwise causes to grow in the wild any plant which is included in Part II of Schedule 9 (includes Japanese knotweed).�


The plant can grow 1 metre a month and causes a great deal of damage to concrete, cement, tarmac and any brickwork.


It’s not only an offence to grow it, but you also can’t just throw it in the garden waste bin. Disposing of Japanese knotweed is a detailed procedure and needs to be done through the Environment Agency.


This plant was found in a garden in Weeland Road, Crofton on Thursday 20th June.

Know the Signs


�Even something that seems like normal teenage behaviour could be a sign that a child is being sexually exploited. 





Some of the visible signs include:





Regularly missing from home or school and staying out all  	night


Change in behaviour – becoming aggressive and disruptive or 	quiet and withdrawn.


Unexplained gifts or new possessions such as clothes, 	jewellery, mobile phones or money that can’t be accounted for.


Increase in mobile phone use or secretive use


Appearing to be under the influence of drugs or alcohol


Being picked up or dropped off in cars by unknown adults


A significantly older ‘boyfriend’ or ‘friend’ or lots of new 	friends


Spending excessive amount of time online and becoming increasingly secretive about time spent online


Sudden involvement in criminal behaviour or increased offending


Sexual health problems
