• Riding hats must be to the current standard—PAS015/ EN1384/
BSEN1384 with the British standard kite mark & must be fastened 
correctly at all times whilst mounted. 

• Hats must also be worn in all in hand classes. 

• Correct footwear must be worn at all times. 

• Correctly fitted spurs may be worn by seniors only but not in the novice 
class. 

• Swearing, abusive behavior or excessive use of the whip will not be 
tolerated and you will be asked to leave the showground. 

• Stallions must be handled or ridden by an appropriate person. Judges 
have discretion to ask you to leave. 

• Any complaints should be reported to the secretary/entries box and put in 
writing within 20 minutes off the class with a fee of £20 which will be 
refunded if your complaint is up held. 

• No cantering or galloping on the show ground except in the showing. 

• All rider/handler ages are taken as of 1st January 2013. 

• Horses/ponies must be at least 4 years of age if competing in any ridden 
class. An equines age is the age it will become during the current 
showing year. 

• Lorries/trailers must not be mucked out onto the field. Please take all 
rubbish home with you. 

• Please keep dogs on a lead and under control at all times. 

• WRDA reserve the right to cancel, amend or amalgamate any class/
show. 

• No refunds will be given once a class has been entered or if you miss 
your class. 

• The judges decision is final.
